Moonta's plans for the 150 Years of 
Copper Celebrations are well underway.  
 

The Moonta Steering Committee is 
negotiating a sponsorship deal with a 
leading Mining Company and a major 
supporter of the Arts, the State Opera SA 
has entered into a collaborative 
arrangement with the Moonta Progress 
Association and its partners to stage the 
Opera I Pagliacci at the Moonta Mines 
Museum on the 25, 26 and 27th 
November 2010. Tim Sexton, who has 
his ancestry for the Copper Triangle, will 
be conducting the Adelaide Art Orchestra 
for the production.  
 

State Opera has also offered to provide 
the Opera Studio and its facilities for 
rehearsals and access to State Opera 
costume stock and their wardrobe 
workshop, office facilities and marketing 
and promotional support through the 
State Opera 2010 season brochure, 
direct mail and newsletters. Other offers 
of marketing support through media, 
website, consumer shows and calendar 
of events have come from the YP 
Tourism Marketing Committee.  
 

The Progress Association has applied to 
Arts SA for grant funding in partnership 
with these organisations, the District 
Council of the Copper Coast and the 
National Trust Moonta Branch. The 
Progress Association has also committed 
$4000 towards the event and, along with 
the Steering Committee, will be actively 
pursuing other grant and sponsorship 
opportunities in the coming months.  
 

A Sing Along Messiah is planned for 16th 
May 2010 at the magnificent heritage 
listed Moonta Mines Church. Elder 
Conservatorium Acting Director, Carl 

Crossin, will conduct the 
Conservatorium Orchestra and we are 
inviting all choir groups and anyone in 
the community who wishes to join the 
choir for this special event to come 
forward and register your interest with 
Helen at the Moonta Variety Store.  
 

The re-enactment of Horn's famous 
Ride to Adelaide to file the claim for the 
Moonta Mine will be a combined Pony 
Clubs project but will be open to all 
interested horse riders in the district.  
 

A special commemorative medallion is 
being considered for all riders and it is 
envisaged that up to 20 riders will take 
part in three groups with each group 
covering some 15 kms at a time. The 
ride will start at 8.30 on 12th June after 
a breakfast in the park by the Moonta 
Scout Troup and will generally follow the 
original route over three days to 
Adelaide arriving at the Adelaide Town 
Hall on the morning of the 15th to be 
met by the Lord Mayor of Adelaide. We 
are inviting expressions of interest from 
riders in order to seek sponsorship, 
arrange uniforms etc and make camping 
arrangements.

We desperately need more volunteers 
for accreditation as mine guides and 
also all other venues.  
 
The Wheal Hughes Copper Mine has 
been nominated for entry in the SA 
Great Awards as a community run 
project. The Mine has also been 
entered as a tourist attraction in the SA 
Tourism Awards, so this will give great 
exposure through our peers and a 
broader field. 
 
The Tourist Train has achieved 
Australian Tourism accreditation, and 
can now use the “tick” logo on 
documentation and advertising. A new 
maintenance shed and fenced 
compound for plant and equipment 
has been constructed with the support 
of Work for the Dole. The existing 
equipment shed and annexes will now 
be used to display a range of heritage 
equipment. 
 
A garden has been established at the 
Sweet Shop, various historic sites 
have been cleaned up and a fenced 
area has been constructed by the work 
for dole participants to secure outdoor 
equipment. 
 
A major milestone has been reached 
with the re-laying of the whole main 
line with 20-pound line and concrete 
sleepers designed and manufactured 
at the Wheal Hughes facility. 
Approximately 600 sleepers have been 
produced. They are significantly 
cheaper and more accurate than the 
steel or timber alternatives.  
 
 All train carriages have been fitted 
with padded backrests to improve 
passenger comfort; rain deflector 
gutters have been fitted to all carriages 
to deflect any rain, and a wheel-chair 
ramp conversion has been fitted to 
allow easy access by wheel chair 
customers.

There is a joke among members of the 
Town Beautification Group at Moonta. 
It is that people who drive past and see 
them working, think they are doing 
community service instead of going to 
gaol. In fact the opposite is true. This 
small group of volunteers give up their 
time every Thursday morning for a few 
hours because of their pride in the 
community.  
 

Since 2002, they have cleaned up 
Moonta. Strangely none of the 
members of the group are Moonta born 
- all have come to live here in recent 
years - the longest residents are of 11 
years standing, and the others have 
been here between 4 and 10 years. 
 

Rob and Angela were inaugural 
members of the Group. "At the time 
Moonta was in an untidy state", Rob 
said. "There was a real need and we 
thought we would start with the 
Moonta area and look after the parks 
and town perimeter. We won Kesab 
special commendation awards in 2004, 
2005, 2006 and 2007 among stiff 
opposition and shared a recycling 
award with the Moonta Community 
Shed before we succumbed to the 
bureaucracy of the revamped Kesab 
program and more paperwork". The 
only paperwork these days is the 
signing off of the work sheet which has 
recorded over 12,000 volunteer hours 
over 8 years.  
 

The Group is an off-shoot of the 
Moonta Progress Association and their 
numbers rarely exceed a dozen. Mostly 
you will find around 8 members which 
add up to a table's worth at the local 
café for a coffee and milkshake reviver 
after the mornings work. 
 

In the beginning they used their own 
tools and trailer but in time won grants 
to buy a range of tools and an 8 x 5 
trailer.  
 

The Group has no leaders as such and 
normally works to its own agenda 
which is usually worked out for the day 
when members meet at 8.30am at the 
Blyth Terrace entrance to the Council 
Depot. Sometimes they receive requests 
from the National Trust and Wheal 
Hughes Committee to tidy up visitor 
access areas and they have an ongoing 
arrangement with Moonta Lions at 
Polgreen Park.  
 

The amount of unheralded tasks they 
have achieved is amazing and too 

numerous to mention. Activities range 
from tree planting, pruning and 
watering, landscaping, rock wall 
building and gardening, fence and walk 
bridge restoration, installing and 
maintaining dripper systems, cemetery 
and roadside cleanups and debris 
removal.  
 

They are a friendly bunch who enjoy 
some exercise, comradeship and a joke 
or two. Anyone who would like to 
volunteer to join them will be warmly 
welcomed. They will be rewarded by a 
sense of achievement and knowing that 
they have helped keep Moonta and 
District clean and tidy and a place to be 
proud of. For further information 
contact Rob on 88253870. 
 

Two key facts that came from a recent 
group meeting was the excellent repour 
and communication, that has grown 
between the Port Hughes group and 
Council through the collaboration of 
Manager I&E, Richard Pym. Richard has 
met twice with the project group and 
listened and discussed issues that have 
affected participants.  
 

The second key fact was the 
implementation and need for the “Cuppa 
& Chat” afternoon to continue at the Port 
Hughes Tavern on the third Thursday of 
the month at 2.30pm, to ensure that 
there is continued social inclusion and 
interaction of residents at Port Hughes. 
This monthly get together has been 
another positive step in addressing 
some of the key issues that were 
brought forward from phase 1 of the 
report in particular, the getting of 
information and being involved.  
 

The findings from the EFC project will be 
documented over the next few months 
and will become resourceful information 
for Councils and other interested parties 
who will be involved with the needs of 
senior residents in a community.

At our July meeting in the absence of Ken Vickery, 
Senior Constable Rick Lampre was in attendance. 
Constable Lampre answered a number of 
questions from the floor which included the action 
that residents can take on reporting of hoon 
drivers, where he confirmed that any reporting 
should include the registration number, make and 
colour of the car and actually witness the offence 
take place. The police then can take action after 
being provided with a statement. 
He also confirmed that the Dry Zone at the Moonta 
Bay Car park area had been extended to include 
the Moonta Jetty.  Rick then gave a report of 
offenses during the last two months.  He advised 
that calls to police should be made to the call 
centre which is the 131444 number. Any other non 

urgent can be made to Kadina Police on 
88281100.  
Neighbourhood Watch Coordinator Brian Sainty 
then spoke on some new Neighbourhood Watch 
initiatives which included a new marking system to 
identify your property called Data Dot and is an 

invisible marking paste with unique identification 
numbers that shows up under ultra violet light that 
police use to scan stolen property. This will allow your 
property to be identified and returned to you.  This 
system is free to residents over the age of 65 and at a 
small cost to other users. Brian also spoke on the 
availability of number plate screws that they are now 
acquired by way of an application form and fee. These 
screws are anti theft and if you require any of these or 
a Data Dot system contact Brian on 88253817. 
 

 Any illegal activities should be immediately reported to 
either our local police station or by calling 131444 and 
he also reminded us that in an emergency dial 000, for 
Police, Fire and Ambulance.
