With further modification, the
special carriage will be able to
facilitate wheelchair access
and have stretcher carrying
capacity.

Fiona Anderson and her Year
12 Moonta Area School
students are working closely
with members of the Wheal
Hughes tour committee on a
number of local tourism
initiatives involving mine tour
promotion and communication
with very encouraging results.
