St Piran is the patron saint of
tin-miners, and the national
saint of Cornwall.

Legend has it that St. Piran
"discovered" tin-smelting when
his black hearthstone, which
contained tin-bearing ore, got
hot enough for the tin to melt
out. The white liquid tin rose up
to form a white cross on the

black background, which
became his emblem; the St
Piran's Flag.

He shared this knowledge with
the local people and thus
provided them with work.

St Piran's Day is March 5th but
the flag has become a symbol
of Cornish Mining, Cornish
Culture and Cornish Heritage
throughout the world.

Be prepared. Moonta will be hosting
scores of scarecrows in various colours,
shapes and sizes in shop windows, up
poles, in gardens and on front porches if
Lorraine and Henriette of the Moonta Art
Promotion Group and students of the
Moonta Area School have their way.
Especially if they can encourage all the
shop owners and others in the town to
get into the spirit of things and join in the
fun.

Its an initiative of the Art Group to bring
some colour and pageantry to the town
for the Kernewek Lowender Festival in
May.

Some might remember Moonta's
successful scarecrow display some
years back and others have reminded
us that many scarecrow festivals take
place in Cornish Towns to celebrate
similar community and cultural events.

Who knows, Moonta and District could
well have its very own scarecrow
festival one day if we do it well enough.
It's up to you.

Talking of colours, representatives of
several community organisations in
Moonta have responded to a District
Council request to declare its Town
Colours for festivals like the Kernewek

Lowender. The collective view was that
the colours should represent the Town's
Cornish  Mining heritage and the
traditional colours of Moonta sporting
clubs. As a result the colours Black, Gold
and White were selected to represent the
traditional Cornish and St Piran Flags
along with Red and Blue.

The Moonta Art Promotion Group have
taken up the challenge of using various
combinations of these colours in their
future planning for community events and
other community groups and
organisations who want to help with town
decorations for these events are welcome
to join in.

Moonta, "Australia’s Little Cornwall”, will
again play a leading role in the
Kernewek Lowender from 10-17th May
with major community events like the
Grand Procession along George Street,
the Fer Kernewek ( Cornish Fair ) at
Moonta Oval and the Ecumenical
Heritage Service at the heritage listed
Moonta Mines Church.

We will also be hosting other events
including the popular Dressing of the
Graves at Moonta Cemetery, Cornish
Dancing and language classes and an
"All things Cornish” display at the
Moonta School of Mines.

The success of this year's Cornish
Festival and Moonta's contribution in
particular, is important to Moonta Mines'
pending case for National and World
Heritage Listing and the community and
economic benefits flowing from that are
enormous. Let's each do our bit for
Moonta's sake, dress up, take part and
make this year's Festival the best yet.

A Community Centre was
discussed at length and members
will ask people in the area whether
they would use such a facility and
how they envisage such a centre
would be of benefit to them and
whether it would enhance
community life.

Road safety was a big issue and
the lack of footpaths and safe
areas. Many people walk from
Port Hughes to Moonta and there
is an increasing number of cyclists
riding to town or school. A need
to have a bicycle track along the
Port Hughes Moonta road was
emphasized.

It was agreed that more
information regarding Port Hughes
should be forwarded to the local
newsletter produced by the
Moonta & District Progress
Association. Bus services and the
poor radio and television service
to the area is a big issue as many
elderly rely on this form of
entertainment in their own homes
It was suggested that maybe a
small handyman service be helpful
for little jobs.  This could be
designed for elderly people who
are unable to do small menial
tasks and not to take away from
the trades people in the area.
Members were to survey locals to
determine if there was a need for
this or any service which would be
inexpensive but would cover
costs.

Policing is also an issue with a
need for more speed detectors in
this area.

The members went home with
several small tasks to accomplish
so that at the next meeting in
March we can give feedback and
work out a strategy for the future.

At our January meeting Senior Sergeant Martin
Bazeley was introduced. He recently returned to an
operational role in Kadina after terms as an area
trainer and several postings which included a short
city stint. He advised that the region will undergo a
structural reorganisation mid year and community
feedback is encouraged. Sergeant Bazeley stressed
the need for reporting all instances on vandalism and
illegal behaviour to ensure these are taken into
account in resourcing considerations. Changed
boundaries will not affect service but resources are
related to statistics which are constantly monitored.
He acknowledged that motor bikes on the beach are
an issue both for SAPOL and the Council, but said
resources are limited for beach work with only one
bike available in the region. Responding to a question
on illegal fireworks on New Year's Eve, Sergeant
Bazeley stated that police had received no calls about
breaches. Four patrols were tied up at Moonta Bay
that night on another matter, but one person was
caught setting off fireworks.

permanently staffed, Sergeant Bazeley advised that
calls to police normally divert to a call centre. When told
that even calls to 131444 had been unsuccessful, he
handed out his card and encouraged people to call him;
but only if attempts through normal channels fail.

Any illegal activities should be immediately reported
to either our local police station or by calling 131444
and he also reminded us that in an emergency dial 000,
for Police, Fire and Ambulance.

Operation Elderly Assist is being launched. It is a
scheme which marks property for easy identification
using dot labelling. It is a no charge service with
markers supplied by SAPOL. Broad eligibility criteria
includes age pensioners and disabled elderly.
