Horn's Ride Update

Arrangements are progressing
towards the symbolic re-enactment of
William Horn's historic horse ride
from Moonta to Adelaide to lodge a
claim to mine copper 150 years ago.

William Horn and a man named Mills
rode all night, exchanging horses at a
number of places along the way.
However the ride on the June long
weekend this year will take 3 days, in
the form of a relay of 15 kilometre
stages.

Riders will camp at Pt Wakefield the
first night, Two Wells the second
night, and at this point in time the

third night is unconfirmed, probably
Globe Derby trotting stables.

Three groups of riders will relay a
written message from the Copper
Coast Mayor, Paul Thomas, to the
Lord Mayor of Adelaide, Michael
Harbison, and the ride will culminate
on the Tuesday morning at the statue
of Sir Walter Watson Hughes, in front
of the Adelaide University on North
Terrace.

During the next few months leading
up to the event you will see riders
training their horses around town,
getting them used to traffic, which will
be their main concern when they ride

LOCAL GROUPS HAVE SAY

A number of local clubs and groups
who were most affected by the recent
increase in Hall hire fees ( Moonta
Town Hall and Supper Room ) by the
District Council from 1 January 2010
came together last week to meet with
Council and negotiate a fair and
equitable system for non profit clubs
and groups and clarify areas of
concern regarding the processes
involved. These included a number of
perceived procedural  anomalies,
agreement conditions, general and
public risk issues and the User
acceptance and acquittal process.

The District Council welcomed the
Groups and each representative was
given a fair hearing. A number of
significant points were raised and
discussed and several suggestions to
make the system more equitable and
improve the processes were taken on
board by Council. Club representatives
were advised of the available hire
charge and discount options including
the economical lease agreement
option for regular and longer term
Users.

Concerns involving the perceived lack
of prior community consultation and
the role and effectiveness of the
Advisory Committee's in the
community consultation process were
also raised and comments noted by
Council for further consideration.

Volunteer Week Expo

At its February meeting, the District
Council of the Copper Coast received
a presentation by Rod Carter and Ned
Knight describing the first two years of
tourist operation of the Mine since its
takeover from the Council in January
2008 by the present volunteer
Management Committee (a consortium
of the National Trust Moonta Branch
and the Moonta and District Progress
Association with major sponsorship
and financial backing by the Council).

The major changes have been an
approximate  doubling  of visitor
numbers and a turnaround of the
previous annual financial cost to the
Council of about $80,000 to a small
profit. These impressive results were
attributed to substantially improved
promotion and advertising and the use
of a 40 strong team of enthusiastic
volunteers eliminating the previous
need for salaried operator(s). The
origin of over 90% of visitors from
outside the Copper Coast area, with a
significant and increasing number
coming from interstate, indicates that
our promotional activities are reaching
the right audience, and that while
these continue we are unlikely to run
out of customers (an original concern
of some Councillors).

Whilst recent professional
assessments have shown the Mine to
be in generally good condition it has
been known for some time that a
significant capital injection will be
required in the near future for major
maintenance if the mine is to continue
to operate. The Council indicated they
would be considering this in the next 5
weeks in their annual budget process,
and asked those concerned to obtain
details of the works and costs involved
as quickly as possible. They also
congratulated the Management
Committee on their excellent results
which they pointed out clearly indicate
what can be done when a community
pulls together.

The Management Committee in turn
wishes to take this opportunity to
congratulate all the volunteers involved
and to thank them for their enthusiastic
and on-going support. It also wishes to
remind anyone who may be interested
in helping that we can never have
enough volunteers so please consider
offering your services (contact Glenys
at the Moonta Tourist Office).
