At our May meeting Senior Constable Ken Vickery 
presented us with current policing issues in the 
Moonta District and Copper Cost Area. Ken also 
conducted a PowerPoint presentation on current 
Boating & Trailer laws, including Jet Skies.  
Once again Ken highlighted that, in the main, 
illegal activity in Moonta was breaking in and entry 
and that we should take every measure to ensure 
cars and premises are properly secured. 
Vandalism continues to be an issue with Ken 
reinforcing that any suspicious activity should be 
immediately reported to either our local police 
station or by calling 131444 and he also reminded 
us that in an emergency dial 000, for Police, Fire 
and Ambulance. 
 
Personal Contact Information (ICE)  There is 
currently a campaign to encourage all mobile 
phone users to store an emergency contact 
number in their phone contact list that nobody, 
other than if they were to be involved in an 
accident or were taken ill, would have access to. 
This would allow the people attending them to use 
their mobile phone to contact a person or persons 
to notify them of the emergency. The contacts 
would be stored in the phones memory under ”ICE” 

(In case of emergency). 
This idea was thought up by an ambulance officer who 
found that when they went to a scene, that there was 
always a mobile phone with the patient, but did not know 
what number to call. In an emergency situation, 
Emergency Service personal and hospital staff would be 
able to quickly contact the right person by simply dialing 
the number you have stored as ”ICE”
