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"ONE and ALL"

Ever wondered about the
origins of the motto "One and
All" ?

The Cornish Coat of Arms
which forms part of the
Cornish "One and All" Crest
is a black shield with fifteen
bezants ( a bezant being a
gold coin in circulation at the
time ). The fifteen bezants
represent the ransom raised
for the Duke of Cornwall who
was captured by the
Saracens during the
Crusades. On hearing news
of his capture every Cornish
man and woman contributed
to the ransom, and this led to
the Cornish Motto "Onan Hag
Oll" ("One And All") being
created.

Saturday was Moonta's day and there
could be no mistake with thousands lining
the streets for Moonta's Grand Procession
and many venturing on to the Fer
Kernewek at the Moonta Oval.

Many more opted for a leisurely stroll
down George and Ellen Streets to check
out the shops and the impressive shop
window displays or visit the quilting and
photographic displays at the Town Hall,
the Art and Cornish heritage displays at
the Town Churches and Moonta School of
Mines. Some say the crowds in the street
were reminiscent of past Cornish Festivals
and the Back to Moonta days.

There was no doubting Moonta's
reputation as Australia's Little Cornwall
and the strong local community support
for National Heritage Listing for its proud
Cornish Mining past. St Piran's flags
decorated flagpoles and the streetscape
in town, at homes around the town and
along the Moonta/ Kadina Road at Yelta.
The traditional Black and Gold colours
and flags of the Kernewek Lowender were
also prevalent along with the many Cousin
Jack and Jenny scarecrows in various
shapes and forms, and while some may
not have been totally Cornish in the eyes
of the purists, they never-the-less added a
lot to the colour and pageantry of the
celebrations.

Where else can a town sell 10,000
Cornish pasties over a festival and sell
a further 6,600 Cornish pasties and
390 dozen bottles of Swanky Beer at
the town oval. And who will forget the
queues stretching down the street and
around the corner waiting patiently for
their Cornish pasty.

We appreciate and acknowledge the
efforts of local community groups who
ralied together to promote and
contribute to the festival, the local
business who dressed up, looked after
the flags, decorated their shop
windows and provided vehicles, plant
and equipment. We also thank festival
organisers, the District Council of the
Copper Coast, the Moonta Area
School for their role in the Scarecrow
campaign, the children who
entertained us and the Moonta and
District community.

Special thanks to the small number of
hardworking local volunteers who
helped make it possible and Adrian
Davey and Copper City Haulage for
making their prime mover and trailer
available over three days for our
popular Cornish Mining Heritage Float.

There were plenty of positives and few
criticisms of festival arrangements. The
main criticism was the critical shortage
of local volunteer support and youth
involvement which wasn't helped by
the Football and Netball Association
programming which saw an estimated
400 - 500 players, officials and families
in a town of 3,800 having to leave town
for sporting fixtures on Moonta's day.
We can only hope common sense
prevails next time.

It is also the time of year to check
electric blanket connections.
Another fire hazard most people
are not aware of is the therapeutic
wheat bag or pillow. If they are
used incorrectly, such as being
used as a bed warmer, overheated,
or reheated before they have
cooled completely they can catch
fire.

At our May meeting Sergeant Ken Vickery and Senior
Sergeant Martin Bazeley were in attendance. Sergeant
Bazeley confirmed that the Regional restructure had
been completed and that the Regional Office is now
Port Pirie. He also advised that he had been appointed
to manage the Yorke Peninsula area and will be based
in Kadina. He Confirmed that Moonta station would not
be permanently staffed, Sergeant Bazeley advised that
calls to police normally divert to a call centre which is
the 131444 number. He encouraged people to call him
if attempts through normal channels failed. He also
advised that Sergeant David Roy is now located in the
Barossa. The group thanked David for his assistance
in the past and wished him well for the future.

Ken Vickery reinforced that operation Safe Roads was
ongoing and reminded us to be aware that with the
onset of winter that road’s will be wet and slippery and
that visibility poorer. He also highlighted that with grain
seeding now happening that there will be additional
farm traffic on the roads that are slower moving and
often over size so extra care should be taken when
approaching these. He highlighted that now is the time

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that we should be checking the tread on our tyres and
asked that we note the speed changes between North
Yelta and Moonta.

Any illegal activities should be immediately reported to
either our local police station or by calling 131444 and
he also reminded us that in an emergency dial 000, for
Police, Fire and Ambulance. Operation Elderly Assist is
being launched. It is a scheme which marks property
for easy identification using dot labelling. It is a no
charge service with markers supplied by SAPOL. A
broad eligibility criteria includes age pensioners,
disabled and elderly. The Moonta Neighborhood Watch
is applying for these markers and will advise when they
are available.
