At our November meeting in the absence of Ken 
Vickery, Senior Constable Sarah Coombes was in 
attendance. Sarah is the Crime Prevention Officer 
for our Region stationed at Kadina. Sarah reminded 
the meeting that coming up to the holiday season 
that we all need to be more vigilant and ensure we 
take the precautions of locking up garages, cars, 
boats etc and removing all valuables from view. 
 
Sarah highlighted that caravan parks in particular 
were easy targets and because of that the Crime 
Prevention unit was placing flyers at Caravan Parks 
to remind holiday makers to secure their equipment 
etc. and to report any suspicious behaviour. Sarah 
answered a number of questions from the floor 
which included the action that residents can take on 
reporting of hoon drivers. She confirmed that any 
reporting should include the registration number, 
make and colour of the car and a witness account 
of the offence taking place. The police then can 
take action after being provided with a statement. 
 

A discussion on the Dry Zone at the Moonta Bay Car 
Park which includes the Moonta Jetty was had, with 
some concern by those present that there appeared to 
be a lack of policing, as there were a number of 
incidents, which included smashed bottles and 
property damage on a regular basis. Sarah confirmed 
that police were patrolling the area on a regular basis 
but it was difficult to catch them in the act.   Sarah then 
gave a report of offences during the last two months.  
She advised that calls to police should be made to the 
call centre which is the 131444 number. Any other non 
urgent can be made to Kadina Police on 88281100.
